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RECOMMENDED ROUTE TO PHINDA MOUNTAIN, ROCK AND
ZUKA LODGES

From Johannesburg to Phinda (Mountain, Rock and Zuka)

e Take the N12 toward Witbank (The Witbank Highway). Take the Ogies
turn-off and continue along the same road toward Bethal, passing
through Bethal, Ermelo, Piet Retief and Pongola.

e Continue along the N2 passing the town of Mkuze, Approximately 40km
past Mkuze, take the “Phinda” off-ramp. At the top of the fly-off, turn
left and come to a T-Junction.

e At the T-junction, turn left following the Phinda signboard.

e Continue along the gravel road for approximately 4 km. Cross over a
railway line and turn right at the fork immediately thereafter.

e Continue for approximately 3.5km to the Munyawana Game Reserve
gate

e *There is a sign saying Mun-ya-wana Game Reserve at the gate with
distances to lodges, now just follow the directions to the lodge

From Durban to Phinda (Mountain, Rock and Zuka)

e Take the N2 Freeway northbound from Durban, toward Stanger,
crossing over the Tugela River continuing towards Empangeni / Richards
Bay.

e Staying on the N2, pass the towns of Kwambonambi and Mtubatuba,
until you reach Hluhluwe.

e Approximately 10km past the Hluhluwe off-ramp, you take the “Phinda”
Off-ramp. At the top of the fly-off, turn right onto the bridge over the
N2.

e At the T-junction, turn left following the Phinda signboard.

e Continue along the gravel road for approximately 4 km. Cross over a
Railway line and turn right at the fork immediately thereafter.

e Continue for approximately 3.5km to the Munyawana Game Reserve
gate

e *There is a sign saying Mun-ya-wana Game Reserve at the gate with
distances to lodges, now just follow the directions to the lodge
